SOUNDCHECK

The audience and non-essential personnel must not be admitted inside the venue until sound check is completed and Artist is out of visual contact.

2
P.A. / SOUND SYSTEM


We will require a first-class Sound System to be provided at the promoter’s expense. The Sound System must be capable of providing sufficient levels of sound power. 

The Sound System must be controlled from a mixing console situated slightly (say two meters) off-centre in the audience area. It should be positioned at about 30m out from the downstage edge of the stage. In a smaller venue, it should be placed about two thirds of the distance from the front of the stage to the rear of the audience. The mixing desk should have at least 32 input channels, and be capable of supplying one stereo output per system “zone” (Additional outputs are required to control the in-fill speakers and/or delay systems.) 

Also to be provided for routing through the mixing desk and Sound System are a various effects processors such as Yamaha SPX2000/1000/900, compressor/limiters, dual gates, and a valve dual compressor.
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MONITOR SYSTEM
All the monitor cabinets (minimum 5 pc.) should be of a 2 x 12” type cabinet with horn or 1x15” type cabinet with horn  (minimum 350 Watts). 


In general, outboard equipment (effects processors, compressor/limiters, graphic equalisers etc) are NOT required by MDP for onstage monitoring and specifically should NOT be switched on or in the signal chain. Sufficient cabling must be provided to allow placement of all monitor cabinets and microphones around the stage. We require a full range of microphones, leads, and microphone stands & adaptors, suitable for each instrument 


The sound company must supply a competent audio engineer who is familiar with, and who knows how to operate the monitor system and to fault-find the monitor system in the event of a technical problem.

                 LIGHTING SYSTEM

MDP require a first-class theatrical-style Lighting System to be provided at the Promoter’s Expense which should be flown above the stage at a minimum height of  8m. The Lighting System must be provided with sufficient cabling to run the lamps from the appropriate dimmer rack(s), which in turn will be controlled from a suitable lighting desk, which must be positioned in the same general area as the sound mixing desk.

The above Lighting System must be supplied with sufficient, capable, lighting technicians to set-up, focus and operate the equipment properly and safely and to operate the Lighting Board.
